Title 10 U.S.C. Section 24009.

(a) Prohibition of Reprisals.d An employee of a
contractor may not be discharged, demoted, or other-
wise discriminated against as a reprisal for disclosing
to a Member of Congress, a representative of a com-
mittee of Congress, an Inspector General, the Gov-
ernment Accountability Office, a Department of De-
fense employee responsible for contract oversight or
management, or an authorized official of an agency
or the Department of Justice information that the em-
ployee reasonably believes is evidence of gross mis-
management of a Department of Defense contract or
grant, a gross waste of Department of Defense funds,
a substantial and specific danger to public health or
safety, or a violation of law related to a Department
of Defense contract (including the competition for or
negotiation of a contract) or grant.
